Returning to the problem of Free Will:

2. Consciousness must give rise to a vulnerability in the absoluteness of causality.

3. Consciousness enables a feedback loop for cause. This creates an opportunity to modify the effect of a particular cause. 
4. Awareness of the relevant causes allows for the modification of their potential effect. 

5. Originally I had thought that free will could only exist when an equilibrium of causes arose. Now I would add that free will can exert itself by examination of cause and potential outcome and use that awareness to self modify. 
6. I believe that I am overcomplicating this and that there is a simpler way to express it.

8. I am still missing a piece or perhaps a few pieces; however I am coming to believe that understanding is possible.
9. Reading David Hume “On Human Understanding” has invigorated my hope.

10. The trick is to develop a scenario in which free will is clearly illustrated. One in which all prior cause is eliminated and the will of a conscious being is demonstrated as a first cause arising in contrast to its modus operandi.
